As general manager of the
Quinpool Road Mainstreet
District Association, Karla
Nicholson knows just how
popular the area is.

“There’s no lack of busi-
nesses coming in or want-
ing to come in, which is a
good thing,” she says.

This also means that

there isn’t any shortage of
issues or initiatives the as-
sociation is working on. 

One of those initiatives
involves working with a
group of Dalhousie man-
agement students taking a
course called Management
Without Borders. This class
is a foundation course for
students taking a Masters
in Management degree at
the university.

The students are collect-

ing information from busi-
ness districts, both within
the city and in other cities
to find out what the tax
rates are for businesses in
the downtown areas. The
students are determining
how much money is rein-
vested into the downtown.

“They’re trying to cap-
ture some sort of idea of
return on investment for
the actual municipality,”
says Nicholson.

She says the association
will take that information
and present it to Halifax
Regional Council with the
hopes of getting more
money for the area. The in-
formation will then be pre-
sented to the other levels
of government with the
same intention.

The project started in
September and the results
should come out in early
December, says Nicholson.
She hopes to present the
findings to council at the
same time.

Quinpool Road struggles
with the perception that
there isn’t anywhere to
park, says Nicholson. The
association is working on a
campaign to get the word
out that that isn’t the case.

“We are one of the best
places you can park in
terms of going to a down-
town area,” says Nicholson.

“There are so many op-
portunities to park around
Quinpool Road,” she says. 

“There are nine different
side streets. 

“There’s free parking on
the street in several sec-
tions. There’s several pri-
vate lots should you
choose to go somewhere
like Canadian Tire.”

This campaign is being
worked on by students at
NSCAD University and will
be presented to the associ-
ation’s board on Nov. 27.

Nicholson likes what she
has seen so far.

“I’ve already seen three
of the preliminary cam-
paigns,” she says. “I love
them all.”
