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The month of October has been comprised of carrying
out the following activities:

Surveying the study area,

Site visits to better understand how the street
operates from both a pedestrian and vehicular
perspective,

Consultation with owners/operators within the
study area,

Consultation  with  stakeholders, such as
Aliant/Nova Scotia Power and other respective
Departments within the Municipality,

Research on the demographics of the study area,

The following provides a summary on keys points
arising through this work.

The majority of the topographical survey will be
completed at the end of October providing more
detailed information about the widths of sidewalks/right
of way and location of existing services, power poles
etc. This will form the base on which we will continue
to work on the streetscape design. This design will
include the upgrade of both the road and sidewalks as
well as the undergrounding of overhead lines and the
placement of new streetlights and site furnishings.

Based on the analysis carried out to date it has been
concluded that the existing width of the sidewalk is
satisfactory to accommodate both the existing and
future pedestrian flows. The exception to this is where
the existing tree located on the north side of the street
outside of the Atlantic SuperStore. The location of the
tree results in an awkward maneuver for pedestrians
and a blockage for snow removal equipment. We will
be looking for a design solution to alleviate this
bottleneck.
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Our Electrical Engineers are carrying out site visits to
each of the buildings along the street. Information has
been gathered for the type and size of the existing
services so the new underground is sized to meet the
power and communication requirements.
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A population of approximately 8,400 people lives within
the Quinpool Road area. The population density in this
area is 6,287.2 persons per square kilometre
(Statistics Canada, 2008).

As shown in the age distribution chart (below),
approximately 31% of the population is between the
ages of 20 to 29, which may be reflective of the high
student population living in the Quinpool Road area. In
addition, the large percentage of people between the
ages of 20-29 living in this area brings the median age
of the population to 31, a fairly young population as
compared to HRM where the median age of the
population is 39.0 (Statistics Canada, 2008).
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Over 80% of the owners and operators within the
study area have been contacted of which 46% have
provided feedback. Some themes arising from the
consultation are:

The desires to obtain a crosswalk between the
sections from Quingate Place to Monastery
Lane. Our Traffic Engineer is currently
investigating the feasibility of such a crossing.

Parking along the street is perceived as
important to the success of the streets and there
is interest in supplying more free parking.

It will be a huge benefit to the streetscape in
placing overhead wires underground.

There is a need for more garbage containers
along the sidewalks.

Planters along the streetscape are considered
beneficial to improving the visual appearance of
the street.

There is an interest in details regarding the
future development of the St. Patrick's High
School. The project team will be following up
with the School Board to establish the future
status of the school lands.
