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The Quinpool Road Streetscape Design project has 

been progressing well through November. Feedback 

has been received from landowners, property owners, 

business operators and other stakeholders regarding 

existing conditions on the street. The information is

now being processed to identify the opportunities and 

constraints and potential design solutions. 

The following points provide further details regarding 

some of the major issues expressed for the street.� � �
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Quinpool Road provides the surrounding residential 

community with access to goods and services while 

providing an important link to the Halifax peninsula. �  
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Numerous businesses and individuals have expressed 

concern over the difficulty in crossing on Quinpool 

Road – particularly between Vernon Street and 

Preston Street. The ability of pedestrians to cross 

Quinpool Road safely is important to the local 

residents, the greater business community, and HRM.  

HRM Traffic and Right-of-Way Services has adopted 

an objective assessment process from the 

Transportation Association of Canada (TAC) as to 

where marked crosswalks are installed, mid-block or 

otherwise. One TAC criteria is that marked crosswalks 

should not be installed within 200 metres of adjacent 

traffic control signals. At this point, based on the 

existing separation distance, Traffic and Right-of-Way 

has advised that this guideline cannot be met on 

Quinpool for providing a crosswalk. �  

�
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We will be holding a Public Open House to present 

some preliminary options for the Quinpool Road 

streetscape design in January 2009. The purpose of 

this open house is to present information and gain 

further public input into the design. �

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The School Board for the Quinpool Education Centre 

currently utilizes the former St. Pat’s High School. 

HRM has indicated that consideration for 

redevelopment of the site will not occur until the 

School Board vacates the building (for at least the 

next 1-2 years). When the redevelopment process 

begins it will include public participation. The site 

itself is outside the scope of work being carried out in 

relation to the streetscape design project. �  
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Improving Quinpool Road as a pedestrian and bike-

friendly neighbourhood is an important component of 

the streetscape design. Through our initial 

consultations, we have identified that the side streets 

and parking lots along Quinpool act as informal 

access points for both pedestrians and cyclists to the 

variety of services offered along Quinpool.  

Adding bicycle lanes to Quinpool Road is a 

challenge. Quinpool Road is an arterial street with 

on-street parking on both sides of the road, with 

parking lanes doubling as alternating through traffic 

lanes during the morning and evening rush hours. 

Adding bicycle lanes could create further safety 

hazards to cyclists and motorists. Streets that adjoin 

Quinpool, such as Pepperell, may be preferable 

cycling corridors. Further analysis of bicycle lane 

opportunities is currently being investigated.�  
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Over the next week or so, 55 pole mounted waste 

receptacles, compliments of Councilor Uteck and 

former Councilor Sheila Fougere, will be installed 

throughout the area between Connaught and Robie. 

They will tie in with the pewter colour of the benches 

already in place. �
