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The Quinpool Road Streetscape Design project team 

held a public open house on Thursday, January 22, 

2009 at the Holiday Inn Select. The open house was 

well attended by over 100 members of the public, local 

business owners and operators, stakeholders and 

other interested parties.  

The project team presented its analysis of the existing 

street conditions, including night- and day-time 

environments, lighting levels, pedestrian connections, 

traffic flow, and undergrounding of overhead power 

and communication lines. Three potential streetscape 

design concepts representing options for how the 

streetscape could be improved were presented. The 

concepts included: 

�� A central boulevard 

�� A linear park fronting on Quingate Place 

�� General beautification�

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The following comments were made during the open 

house, which provide further details on some of the 

ideas expressed for the street: 

�� Undergrounding of all utilities should be a 
priority.  

�� To better accommodate commuter traffic, “no 
parking” signage along the north side of 
Quinpool Road should be changed to 3pm-
6pm Monday through Friday. Currently, 
parking is not permitted along this side of the 
road between 4pm-6pm; however, some felt 
the 4pm start was too late causing congestion. 

�� Support for a shared bike lane and more 
crosswalks. 

�� More green space on the street (gardens, 
planters with flowers, and trees) is needed. 

�� Support for more public art. 

�� Need more outdoor amenity spaces and 
seating areas. 

�� A public washroom should be provided. 

�� Support for the central boulevard with treed 
sidewalks. 

�� Cyclists should be permitted to travel straight 
from Vernon to Quingate and vice versa. 
Some felt that cars should remain prohibited 
from traveling straight through the intersection 
of Vernon/Quingate and Quinpool Rd. 

�� Plan appears to be for summer. More attention 
should be given to the ‘winterscape’ – snow 
fills sidewalks and blocks access. Snow 
clearing people need to be aware that snow 
removal needs to incorporate pedestrians. 

�� Concern that a central boulevard may move 
cars closer to the sidewalk. 

�� Any obstruction on the sidewalk (benches, 
trees) will force more snow onto the 
sidewalk.� �
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The project team is developing the three concepts in 

more detail and will prepare a report with the 

recommended concept.
